Staff briefed Council regarding items posted on the
agenda.
6:00 P.M. MAYOR SOUTHERN CALLED THE REGULAR MEETING TO ORDER.

Julia Pannell introduced Stephanie Graves and Nancy Ferrara with “Encana”’ Oil and Gas.
Ms. Graves and Ferrara presented the Council a $6,000 check donated by “Encana” for
Phaselll of theFiremen’s Park project.

Seconded by Councilperson Johnson, the motion carried with 4 ayes and 0 nays.

DELIBERATION AGENDA

07-190

Public Hearing regarding a request of Darrell Alldredgeto rezone (305 W. Pear| St.) a
portion of Lots2 & 4, Block 26 of the Thrash Addition from Residential-7,000 and Business
Commercial to Central Business District to allow for wholesale sales and retail activity;
and consider and approve an ordinance providing for said rezoning.

Mayor commented Councilperson Johnson would not participate in discussion or vote of this
item due to conflict of interest. Councilperson Johnson left the Council room. Mayor opened
the hearing and asked for opinions for and against Mr. Alldredge’s rezoning request. Scott
Sopchak, Community Dev. Director briefed Council. Mr. Alldredge wished to lease
approximately 6,624 square feet of space to house his commercia business, ABC Supply
Company. The occupation of the existing building will comprise approximately 60% of the
space located within the structure. ABC Supply Company is retail sales of H.V.A.C. and
manufactured home parts that require a small showroom and a large warehouse facility. No
outside merchandise, everything will be kept inside the warehouse and showroom facility.
Contractors will purchase product at wholesale prices. Parking is provided in the front and rear
of the property. P & Z considered this request on 7/16/07 and recommend approval of the
request with the following conditions:

1. Outside storage and/or display shdll be prohibited;

2. Theavailable on-site parking spaces shall be utilized to support the businesses on-site
and shall not be assigned to any other off-site business, and;

3. Heavy Commercia truck delivery (defined as eighteen wheeled tractor —trailer vehicles,
and not ‘bobtail’ tandem axle type vehicles) shall be restricted to one trip per month. [as
detailed by the applicant]

Mr. Alldredge addressed Council. He commented he would need more than one trip per month
allowed him, at least until he stocked his business. Councilperson Caraway commented he was
concerned that this was mostly aresidential area. Mr. Alldredge commented he had a small box
truck that would be making 2 trips per week. Director Sopchak commented conditions
recommended by P & Z would be tied to the property, not the property owner. Councilperson
Morris noted there are already delivery trucks up and down the subject area. Mayor asked if Mr.
Alldredge would consider the possibility that the 18 wheelers could be unloaded elsewhere in
order that they did not have to come into the Square area. Mr. Alldredge commented he needed
at least one 18 wheeler per month during regular business hours. Mayor commented he wanted
to be sure Mr. Alldredge understood, he would be fined if the provisions of the ordinance were
violated. Stephen Johnson commented he was one of the owners of Mr. Alldredge’ s business



and hoped something could be worked out regarding parking spaces. Mr. Johnson was
concerned deliveries were going to be restricted and asked Council consider taking the limitation
be taken off. Mayor commented there are already signsin some areas that prohibit trucks and
felt the City did not really want 18 wheelers driving through residential streets. No further
comments were offered by persons in the audience. Mayor closed the hearing. Councilperson
Morris made a motion the ordinance providing for the rezoning for 305 W. Pear| St. to
CBD be passed and approved with the following stipulations:
Outside storage and/or display should be prohibited.
Available on-site parking spaces should be utilized to support the businesses
on-site and should not be assigned to any other off-site business; nor should
per mits beissued for building expansion into the required front parking
area.
Heavy Commercial truck delivery (defined as eighteen wheeled tractor —
trailer vehicles, and not ‘bobtail’ tandem axle type vehicles) should be
restricted toonetrip per month. [as detailed by the applicant]. Therewould
be allowance for additional commercial truck tripsto the facility for initial
stocking of the business not to exceed 90 days.
Commercial traffic should be limited to utilizing the route designated from
Pear| Street to Thrash Street and then Bluff Street for ingress/egress onto the
property.
Seconded by Councilperson Caraway, the motioncarried with 3 ayes, 0 nays, and 1
abstention. Votewasthefollowing: Ayes. Parson, Caraway, Morris
Abstention: Johnson (conflict of interest) MOTION CARRIED.

Public Hearing regarding a request of 4M Youth Services, Inc. for a Specific Use
Permit for 1300 Crossland Rd. (Lot 1, Block 1 of the Thrash —West Addition) to allow
for the operation of a juvenile detention center; and consider and approve an ordinance
providing for said SUP.
Mayor opened the hearing and asked for opinions for and against 4M Y outh Services request for
SUP at 1300 Crossland Rd. Scott Sopchak briefed Council. 4M Youth Services, Inc. wished to
operate a pre-adjudicated and post-adjudicated juvenile detention facility. The facility would
house local youth and youth from surrounding counties. They are planning to employ 65-70
staff members. (Previous facility operated with approximately 96 beds at full capacity.)
Currently in Rockdale, 67 juveniles are housed. 4M Y outh Services would be responsible for
transportation of youth to and from the facility. They have indicated only minor modifications to
the interior of the currently existing and vacant detention facility would be necessary to reopen.
P & Z considered this request on 7/16/07 and recommended the SUP be allowed with conditions
as follows. The SUP would be directly tied to the continual maintenance of:
The required registration and/or permitting with the Juvenile Probation Board;
The required certification and/or permitting with the local Juvenile Board, and;
Other registration, certification or permitting as required by the State of Texas to
lawfully operate a juvenile detention facility.
If any required license, registration, certification or permit were revoked, suspended or otherwise
terminated, the SUP would become null and void and any proposal to operate a juvenile
detention facility would be required to resubmit SUP to re-establish operation of the juvenile
detention facility.

Mike Lindeman, of Rockdale, TX and President of 4M Y outh Services addressed Council.
Councilperson Johnson asked regarding the possibility of break outs. Mr. Lindeman commented
there would be staff outside around the building and outside of the fenced area a so.
Councilperson Caraway asked if they would house felons and how long they would be there.

Mr. Lindeman answered they usually stay between 6 — 9 months. He commented 4M Y outh
Servicesis very strict in their applicant acceptance and regulations and they do not fill beds just
to make money.

District Judge Ralph Walton, 2706 Waters Edge Dr. commented he supported the SUP request
and felt it was in the best interest of the community to open the juvenile detention facility. Jerry
Campbell, 2300 Acton Hwy. representing GISD School Board, commented the Board was
concerned with the location of the facility and with the fact that public dollars would be going to



aprivate corporation. Another issue they also had concerns with was the requirement that
teachers be highly trained individuals. Mr. Campbell asked that Council consider tabling the
SUP request to allow more time for this item to be discussed further and that if it were to be
approved, that it be done with restrictions and possibly wait until 2008. Hood County
Commissioner Leonard Heathington, 5301 Fall Creek Hwy, commented he supported the SUP.
Hood County Commissioner, Dr. Dick Roan, 7718 Ravenswood, commented he supported the
SUP aso, and asked if other Counties would reimburse GISD for their students. Angie Tipton
420 W. Bridge commented she was concerned that the facility would be so close to the
downtown area and so near the schools; concerned with property values; and asked that Council
consider postponing adecision. Brent Tipton, 726 Mustang Trail, commented he was against the
SUP. Keith Tipton, 420 W. Bridge St., commented he was against it because of the location.
Melanie Ferguson, 2005 N. Wood Duck Ct., commented she was concerned with the proximity
of the facility and against it. Julie Pannell, 5104 Largo Dr., commented she had no problem with
the juvenile facility in town. Her concern was the apparent lack of communication between the
School, City, and County regarding the Juvenile Detention Center and felt all the entities needed
to sit down and talk this matter out and asked that Council consider tabling the SUP request.
John Webb, 9645 Airpark Dr., commented he was opposed to GISD having to utilize resources
to facilitate this institution and asked that Council consider denying the SUP. Shelli Berry, 5500
Peveler Ct., Director of Hood County Juvenile Probation, commented she supported the SUP.
Councilperson Parson asked if all pre-adjudicated Hood County Y outh would go there. Ms.
Berry answered yes.

Dwight Sadler, 1003 N. Davis #23, Cameron, TX, Administrator of the Rockvale Juvenile
Detention Facility addressed Council. He commented he wanted to clarify that no Hood County
youth would be turned away, even if it came down to having to move another youth not from
Hood County to another facility out of town. He commented GISD would be required to provide
breakfast and lunch to the students in the detention center and then GISD would be reimbursed
through the National Free Lunch Program. During week-ends, holidays and GISD school breaks
the school would not be required to provide meals, in which case 4M Y outh Services would be
responsible for providing those meals. The facility would be for both male and females and
there would be security personnel in each classroom besides the teacher.

Mr. Lindeman addressed Council again, he commented they were planning to upgrade the
security system and that someone would be monitoring the facility at all times. Mayor suggested
a decorative fence be installed in front of the property and asked Mr. Lindeman if he would
consider putting up additional fencing. Mr. Lindeman answered he did not think it was needed.
Councilperson Parson asked if he could have assurance that Hood County youth would have
priority as far as beds availability. Mr. Lindeman answered yes. Councilperson Johnson asked if
Mr. Lindeman would consider getting together with GISD and try to work with them. He
answered yes. No further comments were offered by personsin the audience. Mayor closed the
public hearing.

Councilperson Caraway made a motion the Juvenile Detention Center SUP request be
tabled for two weeks until the next City Council meeting. Mayor asked that Mr. Lindeman
meet with GISD. Seconded by Councilperson Johnson, the motion carried with 4 ayes and
0 nays. Councilperson Johnson asked that Mr. Lindeman providein writing assurance
that priority would be afforded Hood County youth. Mayor announced he had closed the
public hearing on the SUP request and although thisitem was tabled, he would not conduct
another public hearing on this same item at the next City Council meeting.

Public Hearing regarding final plat 4.234 acres (201 Davis Rd.) out of the Martin

Setzer Survey, Abstract #502 to Lots 1 thru 30, Block 1 of the Cobblestone Court

Addition; and consider and approve said final plat.
Mayor opened the hearing on Mr. Hope's final plat request and asked for opinions for and
against thisitem. Scott Sopchak, Comm. Dev. Director briefed Council. The applicant was
requesting to final plat the property to alow for the construction of 30 townhome units. A
genera drainage plan has been approved by the City Engineer in conjunction with the public
improvement plans. The site will be served by proposed water and wastewater mains meeting
the City’s adopted specifications. The applicant will be extending utilities from the Davis Rd.
ROW through the development to serve the site.  Streets are proposed to be built to the adopted
urban standard of the City. Developer indicated he would escrow funds required for construction
of sidewalks along Davis Rd. as well ¥ the cost of improvements to bring Davis Rd. to an urban
standard. Fire I nspector has approved the location of hydrants and insured there is adequate
maneuvering space for EM S vehicles. Developer has stated that he will pay the standard ‘fee-in-
lieu of” assessment in order to meet the parkland requirement. The fee is equivaent to $350 per
dwelling unit (or $10,500 total). Staff and P & Z at their meeting of 7/16/07 considered and
recommended approval of the final plat. No comments were offered by personsin the audience.
Mayor closed the hearing. Councilperson Morris made a motion the PIA and the final plat
requests of Phil Hope be approved. Seconded by Councilperson Caraway, the motion
carried with 4 ayes and 0 nays. MOTION CARRIED

No comments were offered by personsin the audience. Mayor closed the hearing.
Councilperson Caraway made a motion Quicksilver’srequest to development plat 132.38
acrestract be approved.

Mayor commented Councilperson Caraway would not participate in consideration of thisitem
due to conflict of interest. Councilperson Caraway left the Council room. Mayor opened the
hearing and asked for opinions for and against thisreplat. Scott Sopchak, Comm. Dev. Director
briefed Council. The applicant was proposing to replat the property into asingle lot of record to
allow for the construction of 3 professional office buildings. To improve visibility, applicant
was proposing to relocate the southeastern approach from its current location and shift it to the
west. A new approach will be installed near the northeastern corner of the property and afire
lane will be extended through the property and around the structures. Variances were being
requested by the developer in order to support the proposal.
To Section 3.9 & 4.5, Wastewater Facilities to not extend an 8" sewer main, applicant
proposed to install a private sewer service line to serve the 3 buildings,
To Section 3.1.E (urban street standard requirements) & Section 4.10 (regarding street
escrow requirements for developer not improving a non-urban street) to improve the
street frontages built to a non-urban standards and to not provide escrow for %2 of the cost
of urban standard improvements to Acton Hwy. The applicant agreed to place the
following note on the plat: “ At such time in the future when the City or adjoining
property owner improves Acton Hwy, the owner of subject property agreesto escrow
funds to improve one half of the adjoining roadway along the entire length of the
property’s street frontage. Required distance, design and construction shall bein
accordance with adopted policies of the City of Granbury” , and;
To Section 3.6.A.4 — Sidewalks of the Subdivision Ordinance to not install a public
sidewalk along Acton Hwy.
In order to approve Variances City Council would need to make the following findings as
evidence that the variance was found valid:
Granting variance would not be detrimental to the public safety, health, or welfare or
injurious to other property;



Conditions on which the request for variance was based were unique to the property for
which the variance was sought ;
Because of the physical surroundings, shape or topographical conditions of the specific
property involved, a particular hardship to the owner would result if the strict letter of
these regulations were carried out, and;
The variance would not, in any manner vary, the provisions of the Zoning Ordinance or
Future Land Use Plan, Thoroughfare Plan
Mike McKean, City Engineer recommended denia of the variance to Section 3.1.E (urban street
standard requirements) & Section 4.10 (regarding street escrow requirements for devel oper not
improving a non-urban street) to improve the street frontages built to a non-urban standards and
to not provide escrow for ¥ of the cost of urban standard improvements to Acton Hwy.
Although the devel oper has agreed to escrow funds in the future, the minimum requirement of
the Subdivision Ordinance is to escrow funds prior to the filing of the replat.
P & Z on 7/16/07 recommended approval of the replat with variances as follows:
- Approval of the variance to Section 3.9 & 4.5, Wastewater Facilities to not extend an 8”
sewer main along Acton Hwy.
Approval of the variance to Section 3.1.E (urban street standard requirements) & Section
4.10 (regarding street escrow requirements for developer not improving a non urban
street) to improve Acton Road or escrow Y2 of the construction costs, provided that the
applicant provide the following note on the plat prior to recording,
o0 “Atsuchtimein the future when the City or adjoining property owner improves
Acton Hwy, the owner of subject property agrees to escrow funds to improve one
half of the adjoining roadway along the entire length of the property’ s street
frontage and install a commercial sidewalk across the front of the property at its
sole cost. Required design and construction shall be in accordance with the
current policies of the City’ s at that time. The property owner covenants and
agrees that upon the failure of the property owner to escrow funds to improve the
roadway and commercial sidewalk within six (6) months from the date of the
approval of a CIP project to improve Acton Hwy or an adjoining property
escrows funds to improve Acton Hwy, the City shall be authorized to provide for
such improvements and to charge the then property owner for the costs of same
and/or to place a lien upon the property to secure said costs. Upon recording of
thisplat in the real property records of Hood County, this obligation shall be a
covenant running with the land.” , and;
Approval of the variance to Section 3.6.A.4 — Sidewalks of the Subdivision Ordinance to
not install a public sddewalk along Acton Hwy. Surrounding properties were developed
prior to the sidewalk requirement and have not constructed sidewalks. Acton Hwy was
constructed to a lesser, non-urban standard with v-bottom ditches and is not conducive to
sidewalks.
No further comments were offered, Mayor closed the hearing. Councilper son Johnson made a
motion thereplat of 846 and 1850 Acton Hwy. be approved with variances as
recommended by P & Z. Seconded by Councilperson Morris, the motion carried with 3
ayesand O nays. Thevotewasthefollowing: Ayes. Parson, Morris, and Johnson
Abstention: Caraway, (conflict of interest).
